As of 2023 the county’s population declined by 1% since 

2018, falling by 6,612. Population is expected to decrease by 

1.5% between 2023 and 2028, losing 10,310.

From 2018 to 2023, jobs increased by 3.3% in Bernalillo 

County, NM from 370,119 to 382,238. This change fell short 

of the national growth rate of 3.6% by 0.3%. As the number 

of jobs increased, the labor force participation rate 

increased from 61.1% to 62.4% between 2018 and 

September 2023.
